Part I, Line 2: Bridge to Turkiye Fund's Cross-border Giving Policy identifies the cross-border giving process related to
the vetting procedure of all recipient NGOs in Turkey. Adherence to this policy is a requirement to
transfer funds. It also outlines the scope and boundaries, responsibilities, and the steps for various
vetting methods such as Expenditure Responsibility (ER) and Equivalency Determination (ED). Any NGO
that serves the development and advancement of underserved segments of Turkish population, with a
specific focus on education, healthcare, environment and natural disaster relief may apply for BTF
Grants. Organizations that serve political parties and religious organizations or are formed to help
terrorist organizations either directly or indirectly, cannot become applicants. Both the new applicants
and previous grantees are subject to a pre-grant inquiry process. New applicants undergo a detailed
inquiry, whereas previously granted NGO Partners are expected to complete their missing and obsolete
documents. Once the required documents are submitted, BTF reviews and approves their validity.
Additionally, a 501-c-3 public support equivalency is performed for the revenue streams of the NGO.
BTF also implements a hybrid approach for vetting by referring to the IRS's two vetting methods,
Expenditure Responsibility (ER) and Equivalency Determination (ED). ER is a method to ensure that the
grants made to foreign organizations are used solely for charitable purposes with tracking of each
expense item. With the ED method, the applicant NGO is vetted as an equivalent organization for cross-
border giving. This vetting is based on a detailed inquiry representing the applicant's legal standing.

Explanation: Bridge to Turkiye, changed its Fiscal Year to close on June 30,
2022. This resulted in a short-year filing for Bridge to Turkiye
from January 1, 2022, to June 30, 2022. We used 2022 Tax
Forms for 990 for the short-year filing. With this, our operating
assumption was that the next fiscal year 990 filing would be
labeled as a 2023 Tax Filing, starting on July 1, 2022, and ending
on June 30, 2023. As we are now filing for this period, with an
automatic 6-month extension requested, we understand that we
must file by reusing 2022 Tax Forms for 990. For this reason, we
are submitting the Fiscal Year July 1, 2022, to June 30, 2023,
using 2022 Tax Forms for 990.
